Stewart Carr ï March 2019. 
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Run Report 2 ïï Tour deô Jayco April 2nd, 2019 
 

We had a great two hours seeing how Jayco caravans were built and how an individual had built 
his fortune. 
 
The manufacturing plant is quite new and modern, if you can call a massive shed modern, but 
there were six enormous sheds, each either producing a different model 
or dedicated to making the hot dipped galvanised chassis, or water 
testing the finished caravan.  Naturally we couldnôt go into the chassis 
department, but we were taken around most of the other production 
areas.  We started off going through some offices to the gymnasium, why, 
we are not sure but maybe to show that they looked after their staff.   
 
The cushion department was next which was above the afore said offices and maybe the 
production and design offices.  All of the cushion covers, camper trailer and pop top canvases 
were made in this room by a happy band of machinists and then the cushions were filled with 
foam down below in a corner of the first factory, being morning tea time, the staff were on their 
phones so we couldnôt see a demonstration.  We started a little late because some of our number 
were a little late getting to the muster area. 
 
It seemed most of the staff at the plant were very busy and enjoying what they do ï at least 
when being watched by a bunch of ñtouristsò.  We were able to see the elaborate camper trailers 
developing from a bare chassis going down the line (sideways) having bits added until the lights 
and fridge were being tested at the end of the line. 
 
We moved on to another huge shed, Iôd say a 1900 Morry shed, where we saw the furniture 
being assembled and fixed onto the big luxury models.  There were very few single axle models 
or ñourò type of caravan ï we didnôt go into the pop top factory which is where the models that 
most of us have are built.  Another shed was making and pressing the panelled sides while a 
further one produced the caravan park cabins which many of us have stayed in. 
 
We were taken through the various sheds, all appeared the same 1900 Morry size and set in a 
concreted surround.  As with most manufacturing plants, a lot of materials are stored around the 
buildings under wide eaves.  The guide, Peter, was very informative.  He said he had been in 
finance before he retired and took up being a tour guide to help his brother Gerry. 
   
Peter said Gerry Ryan was dedicated to using Australian made materials where he could, and 
in some cases like the fibreglass caravan ends, if he couldnôt get the quality he wanted, had 
bought that business to guarantee the quality he required. 
 
It was a great tour and was supported by President Braidy, Phil Plumbe and myself along with 
a friend of Braidyôs and three of my friends from Ballarat.
