You must first insert the feeler gauge in between the
enamel insert and the body of the mascot. If this will not work, then try the other side. If tisi
also will not work, you have a problem.

and spring. Once you dahis, you can slide the spring sideways off the hook. You then have
three pieces in your hand.

The spring may be rusty or like new, depending on how owners have pressure hosed the mascot
when washing the car. | suggest you use rust inhibiting paint oiné spring before reassembly.
